his mother and 2 year-old sis-
ter were seriously injured. The
distracted driver left without a
scratch, but is now serving a
15-year prison sentence.
Driving while distracted is
by far the leading cause of car
accidents. According to the Na-
tional Highway Traffic Safety

driving practices. According
to the site, nearly 40% of teens
say that the main reason for
risk-taking is simply failing to
consider the consequences of
dangerous behavior.

Teacher Nora Ward sums it
up this way: “What is more im-
portant, your life or a text?”
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
