These statistics prove that driving distracted is a recipe for disaster! Tell your friends to chill, buckle up, turn off their cell phones  
and FOCUS! 

Fatal crashes involving 16-year-old drivers are much more likely to occur when other teenagers are in the car, and •	
the risk of a fatal crash increases as the number of teenage passengers go up.1 

44 percent»»  of teenagers surveyed admit that they drive more safely without friends in the car.1 
Adding just one passenger to a teen driver’s car doubles the risk of a crash. With two or more passengers, the »»
fatal crash risk is five times as high as driving alone.7

Two-thirds of teens who die in car crashes are not wearing their seat belts.»» 6

56 percent•	  of teens make and answer phone calls while driving.1

An estimated 1.6 million teens drive while reading or writing text messages.•	 1 

Driving Drunk 
Everyone knows drunk driving is deadly, so why do we still do it?    

Young drivers are less likely than adults to drive after drinking alcohol, but their crash risk is substantially higher •	
when they do. 

51 percent•	  of teens surveyed believe that alcohol is a factor in most accidents involving teens; however, alcohol is 
involved in less than 25 percent of deadly teen crashes.1  

30 percent•	  of teens reported that within the previous month, they had ridden in a car driven by a peer who had 
been drinking.5
